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1. Overall Description:

SA2 has discussed the length of the 5GS Temporary Identities and the mapping rules from 5GS to EPS temporary identities, see S2-18xxxx. SA2 agreed to use a 48 bit 5G-S-TMSI (as previously communicated in the LS S2-184501) and also approved a CR to the Annex B "Mapping between temporary identities" of TS 23.501, see S2-18yyyy. 
SA2 kindly asks CT4 to consider using an 8 bits length AMF Region, a 12 bits length AMF Set ID and a 5G-TMSI of 32 bits length. 
SA2 kindly asks CT4 to reconsider the mapping rules in the UE regarding mapping of AMF Region ID and AMF Set ID, and instead consider and detailing the mapping of AMF Region ID and the AMF Set ID (8 + 12 bits) to the combined 20 bits length space of the MMEGI and bits 7-4 of the MMEC.
SA2 kindly asks CT4 to consider reserving 1 to 3 MSB bits of the 5G-TMSI to optionally represent different PLMNs in case of network sharing is used.
