As described in Section 6.1 of the TR 23.791, a solution description to the Key issue 1: Analytic Information Exposure to 5GS NF has been captured, where a consumer NF (e.g., UDM/UDR, AMF, SMF, PCF) except AF/AS can retrieve analytics from the NWDAF:
- either by a query/response interaction
- either using a subscribe/notify interaction
Regarding Key Issue 2: Analytic Information Exposure to AF, the difference is that external AF/AS may not be allowed by the operator to interact directly with the NWDAF, who should interact with the NWDAF via the NEF.
If AF is not allowed to interact directly the NWDAF, the procedure shall use the external exposure framework via the NEF.
The NEF may restrict the level of service according to the type of AF and managing authority.

The restrictions may apply on:

· desired analytics categories

· objects targeted by analytics/predictions: slice, region, AF set, AF

· location filters

· activity filters, which restrict the nature of provided KPIs

· grant for access to analytics and/or prediction 

· restrictions on observation periods
· Privay considerations
