However, configuration for "low priority" is not supported in rel.15. This has also been identified in C1-183238 where the following was added for type Access attempt for delay tolerant service: 
UE is configured for NAS signalling low prioritydelay tolerant service, the PLMN is broadcasting one of the categories a, b or c, and the UE is a member of the broadcasted category in the selected PLMN or RPLMN/equivalent PLMN (NOTE 3, NOTE 5)

The UE configured for NAS signalling low priority is not supported in this release of specification

If the UE supports both N1 and S1 mode NAS and is configured in EPS for Low Access Priority and Extended Access Barring (EAB) as defined in TS 23.401 [26], to avoid that the UE is accessing the 5G System without applying UAC with AC1, the HPLMN needs to make sure that the UE will not be allowed to access the 5G System.
