SA2 thanks CT4 for the LS on SNSSAI During EPS to 5GS Mobility. 
Question 1: Since the AMF already receives the S-NSSAI per PDU session ID in the Registration request, what is the purpose of the PGW-C+SMF returning the S-NSSAI of the PDU session in the Nsmf_PDUSession_UpdateSMContext response? 

[SA2 Answer]: The intention of the S-NSSAI received in the Registration request message is to let AMF get the S-NSSAI associated with the established PDU Session early. By doing that, in the Home-routed roaming case the AMF can send the S-NSSAI of Serving PLMN to the V-SMF and the V-SMF send that value to the NG-RAN in the N2 SM information before the PGW-C+SMF returned the S-NSSAI of the HPLMN. This can avoid that RAN using the default S-NSSAI value first and later with a new value.   
Question 2: For home routed roaming case, it is CT4's understanding that the H-SMF provides to V-SMF an S-NSSAI of HPLMN scope. What S-NSSAI does the V-SMF provide to the AMF and to the NG-RAN in the N2 SM information? Does the V-SMF have a mapping of S-NSSAI of HPLMN scope to S-NSSAI of VPLMN scope?
