SA2 would like to thank CT1 for the LS on 5G-GUTI type (S2-18XXXX/C1-181775).

About the question from CT1 

(1) N26 interface is not supported at network;
(2) UE A in single-registration mode moves from EPC to 5GC and initiates a mobility registration update procedure;

(3) UE A includes a mapped GUTI to the AMF and an indication that moving from EPC;

(4) AMF treats the registration request in step (2) as "initial registration";
(5) UE B in dual-registration mode moves from EPC to 5GC and initiates an initial registration procedure;

(6) UE B includes a native GUTI to the AMF and an indication that moving from EPC.

CT1 have different understanding on step (4) and would like to ask SA2:

Question: in step (4), whether the AMF checks the 5G-GUTI type before treating the registration request in step (2) as "initial registration" or after treating it as "initial registration"? 

SA2 has discussed this question and would like to provide the following answer: 
From system perspective, as long as the following statements are fulfilled, it’s up to CT1 to define the detailed behaviours of AMF, i.e. whether the AMF checks the 5G-GUTI type before or after treating the registration request.

-
For UE working in single registration mode:

-
If the UE provides an indication that it moves from EPC, mapped 5G-GUTI, and “mobility registration” in the registration type, the AMF treats this registration as “initial registration”.
-
If the UE provides native 5G-GUTI and “mobility registration” in the registration type without moving from EPC indication, the AMF treat this registration as “mobility registration”
-
For UE working in dual registration mode:
-
If the UE provides an indication that it moves from EPC, native 5G-GUTI, and “initial registration” in the registration type, the AMF treats this registration as “initial registration”.
-
If the UE provides native 5G-GUTI and “mobility registration” in the registration type, without moving from EPC indication, the AMF treat this registration as “mobility registration”
Please note that it’s up to CT1 to define and use the specified parameters (e.g. the indication or the 5G-GUTI type) to determine correct registration type.
