Overall description
SA2 would like to thank CT3 for the LS on Resource Identifiers for T8 (S2-181444/3054/C3-180358). 
“CT3 observed that for the different T8 APIs defined in CT3 the main resources correspond to long term transaction identifiers ("TLTRI") defined in stage2. However, CT3 decided that the TLTRI is not suitable as resource identifier as stage 2 requires that the TLTRI is assigned by the SCS/AS, i.e. the client. However, it is preferable that the server (i.e. SCEF) assigns resource identifiers as this may impact its internal handling and its ability for resource distribution. CT3 thus decided to use independent server-assigned resource identifiers that are communicated to the client and used by the client in subsequent communication. To satisfy stage 2 requirements, the TLTRI can also be used as an independent client-assigned correlating identifier. However, this identifier could be regarded as redundant. One way to avoid such redundancies could be that SA2 decides that the TLTRI is assigned by the server, i.e. the SCEF, rather than the client. This would allow CT3 to use the TLTRI as resource identifier.

CT3 would thus like to ask SA2 whether it would be acceptable from a stage 2 perspective if stage 3 decided that the TLTRI is assigned by the SCEF.”
From SA2 perspective, the TLTRI (i.e. long-term transaction identifer) is used to identify a transaction/configuration (e.g. On-demand QoS request, or Monitoring Event configuration) between the SCEF and the SCS/AS when using T8 interface. Such a long-term transaction consists of one or more request messages which may have one or more response messages. Stage 3 should be able to design a proper mechanism for transaction correlation. Note that TLTRI assigned by the SCS/AS is also used for EPS bearer context association in NIDD configuration (5.13.2 of TS 23.682).
Then for the 2nd question:

“CT3 also observed that for the Mobile Terminated NIDD procedure in subclause 5.13.3 of TS 23.682, the short-term transaction identifier (TTRI) could also be used as resource identifier for a sub resource if it was assigned by the SCEF rather than the SCS/AS (as stage 2 currently requires). Again, CT3 would thus like to ask SA2 whether it would be acceptable from a stage 2 perspective if stage 3 decided that for the Mobile Terminated NIDD procedure TTRI is assigned by the SCEF.”
Note that stage 2 doesn’t have the resource concept which should be the stage 3 remit to design a suitable protocol. The TTRI (short-term transacation identifer) is used for request-response correlation, and also used as a non-IP data trigger number in MT NIDD procedure. For this case, stage 3 should be able to design a proper mechanism to identify the correct MT NIDD when a replacement/cancellation request of a previous sent MT NIDD is received from the SCS/AS.
