5G-RG connected to W-5GAN

For a 5G-RG connected via W-5GAN the RM-DEREGISTERED state and the RM-REGISTERED state defined in TS 23.501 clause 5.3.2 apply with the following difference:

· The RM-DEREGISTERED state defined in 3GPP TS 23.501 clause 5.3.2.2.2 applies to 5G-RG as defined for the UE.

· The RM-REGISTERED state defined in 3GPP TS 23.501 clause 5.3.2.2.3 applies to 5G-RG as defined for the UE  and to AMF with following modifications:

- Mobility Registration Update procedure defined in TS 23.501 and TS 23.502 is not applicable, since the 5G-RG is assumed to be connected via wireline access and it is not moving.

Note 1: Periodic Registration Update procedure defined in TS 23.501 and TS 23.502 is applicable however due to the difference of wireline access in respect wireless access the update timer can be set for a long duration.
Editor's note: whether Registration Update procedure to update 5G-RG capability information or to re-negotiate protocol parameters with the network is FFS.

5G-RG connected to NG RAN

For a 5G-RG connected via NG RAN the RM-DEREGISTERED state and RM-REGISTERED state apply as defined in TS 23.501 clause 5.3.2 to a 5G-RG as defined for UE and for AMF.
