	Reason for change:
	This paper intends to clarify the Nbsf_Management_Deregister service operation. 
If the UE IP address(es) is manatory in the Nbsf_Management_Deregister service operation. The BSF need to select the binding information with IPv4 and/or IPv6.
Besides, UE IP address(es) is not mandatory in the Nbsf_Management_Deregister service operation. The BSF could use other indication of the binding information. During the deregistration the binding information in the DRA, the only thing PCEF need to do is to send a CCR-T with session ID.
The proposal is to make the UE IP address(es) optional in the Nbsf_Management_Deregister service operation and left the work of choosing identification of binding information to stage 3.
