6.X Access control for a UE entering or leaving Type b network
When a UE is entering a PLMN network, this UE should register to this PLMN before this UE can access any services in this PLMN. However, in type-b network, it is an isolated 3GPP network, and thus when UE is registered to type-b network, the UE cannot register to any other PLMN network unless this UE is de-registered by the serving type-b network. It means the UE should be explicitly deregister to the serving type-b network before accessing any other PLMN network, e.g., type-a network or public PLMN network. 

Two conditions can be considered as follows:

(1) A UE currently registered to a public PLMN network or a type-a network enters the coverage of type-b network.

(2) A UE currently registered to type-b network enters the coverage of a type-a network or a public PLMN network.

In both conditions (1) and (2), UE knows it is entering the coverage of type-b network or the coverage of a type-a or a public PLMN network. If UE detects it needs to register to visiting PLMN, the UE should deregister to the serving PLMN completely. Therefore, network can trigger Network-initiated Deregistration procedure in clause 4.2.2.3.3 in TS 23.502 for condition (1) or UE can trigger UE-initiated Deregistration procedure in clause 4.2.2.3.2 in TS 23.502 for condition (2). UEs cannot access any PLMN network unless type-b network completely deregister this UE.
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
