Justification

 This study aims to fulfil the SA1 requirements to provide UEs with network access to restricted local operator services when they are not successfully authenticated. This need is based on FCC regulations in the U.S. related to manual roaming as noted in the following.

The ability to provide access to such local services without necessarily being successfully authenticated for access has been available to U.S. operators on a proprietary basis with earlier generations of non-3GPP technologies, however, the wide deployment of LTE and corresponding introduction of VoLTE creates a regulatory need in the USA to support this using 3GPP technology.. 

The feature consists in the optional capability for the network to allow unauthenticated UE's that support this optional feature to access restricted local operator services based on operator policy and regional regulatory requirements. These requirements are documented in stage 1 specifications listed in clause 2.3 above. They address, in particular, the following areas:

1.
identifying an origination to restricted local operator services (e.g., dialled digits, captive portal)

2.
determining restricted local operator services are available

3.
allowing access to restricted operator services by unauthenticated UEs

4.
charging information collection
