Interworking with EPC in presence of Non-3GPP PDU Sessions

When a UE is simultaneously connected to the 5GC over a 3GPP access and a non-3GPP access:
- 
UE may have PDU Sessions associated with 3GPP access and PDU Sessions associated with non-3GPP access. When inter-system handover is performed for PDU Sessions associated with 3GPP access, the PDU Sessions associated with non-3GPP access remain anchored in 5GC.
-
When the UE supports dual-registration mode, the UE and the AMF may optimize the power efficiency and signalling efficiency of the UE when in CM-IDLE state by activating MICO mode (see clause 5.4.1.3). When sending a control plane request for MT services (e.g. MT SMS) the network routes it via the EPC.
