Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes to clarify that a normally attached UE shall not initiate additional PDN connection with RLOS indication. 
Introduction
In TS 22.101 CR546 (S1-181396) for Rel-16, there is following:
Authenticated UEs in limited service state may also be able to use restricted local operator services.  

NOTE: Services provided through RLOS may also be available to authenticated UEs not in limited service state by other methods.

[Observation-1] It’s our understanding that the NOTE above means that the PDN connection for internet services should be used from the normally attached UE to access the services provided through RLOS, i.e. no additional PDN connection with RLOS indication shall be initiated by the UE.   
[Proposal-1] It’s proposed to clarify that no additional PDN connection with RLOS indication shall be initiated by the normally attached UE to access the services provided through RLOS.

It is proposed to update 23.715 as follows (all texts are new):

Solution #X: Normally attached UE accessing services provided through RLOS
7.X.1
Functional Description

This solution addresses KI #EPC-4 for UEs that are authenticated and normally attached to network.

For a normally attached UE, if the user would like to access services provided through RLOS, and if there is already existing PDN connection of internet services, the UE shall use the existing PDN connection, or if the PDN connection of internet services is not yet established, the UE shall establish the PDN connection of internet service.

Impact on existing entities and interfaces

UE: A normally attached shall use the PDN connection of internet services when the user would like to access services provided though RLOS.
