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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT3 for the LS on the questions concerning spending limit control functionality and Nchf_SpendingLimitControl service.

Please find below the SA2 answers to the questions:

1. Is the intention of the new Nchf_SpendingLimitControl service to match the Diameter Sy functionality?

[SA2 Answer] The intention of the Nchf_SpendingLimitControl service definition is to address Diameter based Sy functionality.
2a. What is the functionality that should be provided by the event Id "policy counter status change" attribute included in the Nchf_SpendingLimitControl Subscribe service operation [3GPP TS 23.502, subclause 15.2.17.2.2]?
2b. What is the functionality that should be provided by the event reporting information (continuous reporting) required as an optional input attribute in the Nchf_SpendingLimitControl Subscribe service operation [3GPP TS 23.502, subclause 15.2.17.2.2]?
[SA2 Answer] Nchf_SpendingLimitControl Subscribe service operation is defined in sub-clause 5.2.17.2.2 of TS 23.502. The policy counter status is defined as the event exposed by the CHF that can be subscribed by the NF consumer. It follows the general principle of event exposure subscription/notification definition as defined in clause 4.15.1 of TS 23.502:

- Event ID identifies the type of event being subscribed to, 

- Event Filter Information provides Event Parameter Types and Event Parameter Value(s) to be matched against, in order to meet the condition for notifying the subscribed Event ID
- Event Reporting Information defines the mode of reporting, see Table 4.15.1-1 of TS 23.502. 

Hence, for the CHF events exposure for spending limit control, the Event Id is “policy counter status change", the Event Filter Information is "List of policy counter identifier (s)" and the Event Reporting Information is “continuous reporting”. 
2c. Is there an intention to add, in Rel-15, functionality to initiate the cancellation of a spending limit control subscription by the CHF like the Sy OCS initiated session termination?
[SA2 Answer] Yes. The descriptions on CHF reporting the removal of a subscriber, its procedure and the corresponding updates to the Nchf_SpendingLimitControl services are addressed in the attached 2 CRs.
