Overall description
SA2 thanks GSMA SIM Group for their LS on the need for re-authentication at the change of NSSAI.

In release 15, the UE authenticates with the serving network via the AMF e.g. during a Registration Procedure. Within a PLMN, the UE is served by a single AMF and a single 5G security context exists. 
The UE may receive an Allowed NSSAI in the Registration Procedure, or be provided an Allowed NSSAI during a UE Configuration Update procedure. In either case, UE re-authentication is not required in order for the network to provide a new Allowed NSSAI to the UE, although an authentication could be run if it was desired by the serving network.
There are scenarios due to change of the set of slices used by the UE in which the AMF serving the UE is changed, in which case the UE may be authenticated by the source AMF and then be re-authenticated by the target AMF, based on network policies.
SA2 would like to notify GSMA that, for Release 16, a study item FS_eNS aims at studying how to provide Network Slice Access authentication and authorization specific for the Network Slice Access authorization that uses User Identities and Credentials different from the 3GPP SUPI, and that takes place after the primary authentication which is still required between the UE and the 5GS for PLMN access authorization and authentication.
