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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT3 for the LS requesting clarifications on Subscriber IP index provisioning.
Please find the SA2 answers below:

Question 1: During PDU session establishment, is it possible the SMF receives Subscriber IP Index from the PCF when the SMF has already allocated and provided to the PCF the corresponding IP address/prefix?
[SA2 Answer] No. If PCF receives from the SMF an allocated IP address/Prefix for the PDU session at SM Policy Association Establishment defined in 4.16.4 of TS 23.502, it shall not include the IP Index into the PDU session related policy information. This is clarified by the attached CR. It is assumed that if IP Index is supported, the SMF is configured to perform SM Policy Association Establishment before IP address/Prefix allocation.
Question 2: If the answer to the previous question is YES, should the SMF use the received Subscribed IP index and perform IP address/prefix reallocation if applicable?
