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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution provides some guidance on how to structure approaches for potential continuation of some study work in 2019 and how to prepare related WIDs.
Study Items that finalise their work as scheduled
Studies that are scheduled for conclusion by Dec 2018 and where no further study work or conclusions are required in 2019:
· Provide TR conclusion statements that clearly describe the resulting normative work, if any
· Add TR conclusions/statements on Key Issues that have no conclusions and do not proceed further.
· Handle RAN dependencies as described below.
· Provide a TR coversheet for presentation to TSG SA. The TR will be sent for approval and the SI will be closed. It is sufficient to state that at least 80% are reached. The actual work status can be handled separately with the SA2 report to SA.
· The rapporteur may propose to send the TR for information instead. E.g. if there is consensus that the TR may serve for some follow up study in future.
· Provide a normative WID proposal, if there are TR conclusions suitable for normative work (see first bullet). To avoid overhead the WI objectives may mainly refer to the study conclusions, and provide additional clarifications if necessary.
· This guidance here doesn’t rule out that WI objectives differ from study conclusions, but any such WI objectives require consensus.
· Provide the budget estimation for the SA2 work plan

Study Items that want to take (some) conclusions in 2019
Studies that target [additional] conclusions in 1H 2019 and that are intended to provide the related normative specification by the stage 2 freeze June 2019:
· For any conclusions that are reached latest by SA2#129bis it applies what is described above. However, the normative WID objectives may include only aspects where the conclusions are “self-contained”, i.e. conclusions on features or capabilities that are operational without depending on the not (yet) concluded aspects.
· This guidance here doesn’t rule out that WI objectives differ from study conclusions, but any such WI objectives require consensus.
· For any aspects that are intended to be concluded in 2019 the rapporteur shall provide a “Way Forward” (WF) paper, which may be compared with a WI exception sheet. I.e. that paper shall describe what parts of the study are for conclusion and by when. And what budget is assumed for this (e.g. 25% of the topic´s Q1 budget), which will then also be restricted to this. The WF shall be concise and clear on the aspects that are to be concluded on and the related normative work in Q1/Q2 so that it may be endorsed by SA2, if SA2 consider it doable and agreeable.
· Budget for study/conclusions in Q1 should be distributed to Jan and Feb to have some offline time in between to cope with the potential issue that not all submitted input can be handled. 
· Outstanding Key Issues that do not reach sufficient progress in Q1 2019 may then be closed.

Handling RAN dependencies
Studies that are scheduled for conclusion by Dec 2018 and where no further work is considered in 2019:
· Any approaches/solutions that SA2 agree on should be considered as concluded as long as it functionally works. Not knowing (yet) whether and/or when RAN will work on it should not hinder such conclusions.
· If there is feedback required on functionality, i.e. whether it can functionally work as SA2 describes it, or if there are alternatives to select from, the conclusions may wait for RAN feedback.
· Rapporteurs should ensure that there are LSs to the WG(s)/TSG(s) on the aspects that are dependent or also to inform on where RAN work is expected. Independent from any other coordination processes that might exist.

Procedural issues
The WF proposals very likely depend on SA2#129bis meeting progress. Rapporteurs should keep track during the meeting, exchange with interested parties and provide an up-to-date WF for endorsement to the Thursday work planning session so that any proposed study work/conclusions in 2019 can be considered together with the budget proposals.
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
