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1. Overall Description:

CT3 is defining the provisioning of Subscriber IP Index.
In this regard, 23.501 specifies that 

For IPv4 or IPv6 or IPv4v6 PDU Session Type, during PDU Session Establishment procedure, the SMF may receive a Subscribers IP Index from the PCF, the SMF may use this to assist in selecting how the IP address is to be allocated when multiple allocation methods, or multiple instances of the same method are supported.
CT3 have different interpretations of the above text and would like to ask SA2 for clarification as follows:

Question 1: During PDU session establishment, is it possible the SMF receives Subscriber IP Index from the PCF when the SMF has already allocated and provided to the PCF the corresponding IP address/prefix?

Question 2: If the answer to the previous question is YES, should the SMF use the received Subscribed IP index and perform IP address/prefix reallocation if applicable?
