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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT3 for informing the consideration on interworking support in PCC.

Please find below SA2 answers to the questions:
Question 1: Which capabilities of EPC PCC need to be supported by the Npcf_SmPolicyControl service for the purpose of interworking between 5GS and EPC/E-UTRAN? For instance, are SRVCC, rSRVCC, and "Policy Update When UE suspends" supported?
[SA2 Answer] The major differences between supported capabilities of EPC PCC and 5GC PCC lie in the features including SRVCC, rSRVCC, and NBIFOM. However, as rSRVCC and NBIFOM are rarely deployed in the existing operators’ network, SA2 has agreed that only the SRVCC related capability of EPC PCC needs to be supported by PCF in 5GC, namely, only the ‘Policy Update When UE suspends’ and SRVCC need to be supported. The detailed updates can be found in the approved CR, as attached.
Question 2: Are all Policy Control Request Triggers marked as "removed" in Table 6.1.3.5-1 in TS 23.503 also not supported for the purpose of interworking between 5GS and EPC/E-UTRAN? 
[SA2 Answer] No, they are not supported. Currently the related features of the triggers marked as ‘removed’ are seldom deployed, thus SA2 has agreed that there’s no need to support these triggers for the purpose of interworking, unless these features are to be deployed in the future.
Question 3: Can SA2 confirm the principles of mapping between 5GS and EPC QoS parameters in C3-186436 and provide any further guidance for the mapping between 5GS and EPC QoS parameters?
[SA2 Answer] SA2 is generally OK with the mapping principles provided by CT WG3, with the exception that the SMF+PGW-C shall ignore the additionally provided Priority Level, Averaging Window, and the MDBV parameters.
