The solution allows N4 signalling reduction (and thus SMF/UPF signalling reduction), 

· For long lasting PDU Sessions when DHCP is used (DHCP leases are protected by timers). The absence of DHCP renewal may also be an indication that the PDU Session is no more needed

· (in the context of combo PDU session type, see TR 23.726), multiple devices can send IP address allocation requests (e.g. DHCP signalling) within and during the lifetime of a PDU Session

· no need to bother SMF with NS traffic

SLAAC related signalling remains under control of the SMF allowing the SMF to run SSC mode 3 related algorithms.
