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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank RAN3 for their LS on Notification Control during Handover.

When it comes to a Handover, SA2 understands that the admission control of the target RAN can only check whether the available resources are enough to handle the additional GFBR. However, it is not clear at that time whether the other requirements of the QoS Flow (e.g. PDB/PER) can be also fulfilled as this should only be known when the actual packets are transferred. 
Hence, SA2 has described that the target RAN shall send an explicit indication (i.e. GFBR can be guaranteed again) when the status becomes clear, i.e. when the first packet is successfully transferred according to the values in the QoS parameters of the QoS Flow. Even though the GFBR has to be provided with respect to the duration defined by the Averaging Window, it is assumed that the GFBR can be guaranteed again in this situation. And if the target RAN cannot fulfil the QoS parameters, it is allowed to send a subsequent notification that the GFBR cannot be guaranteed as described in TS 23.501 section 5.7.2.4.
