In clause 4.17.8, the procedure for NF/NF service status subscribe/notify across PLMNs is specified. Particularly, in step#2, it shows the interaction between NRF in serving PLMN and NRF in Home PLMN of this Nnrf_NFManagement_NFStatusSubscribe service. Moreover, looking at Stage 3 in TS29.510 clause 5.2.2.5.3, it is clearly mention that NRF can subscribe to a notification on NF instances in a different PLMN.
However, the NRF service as described in clause 5.2.7.1 does not show NRF as an example consumer for this Nnrf_NFManagement_NFStatusSubscribe service.
To avoid inconsistency, it is proposed to include the NRF as an example consumer of Nnrf_NFManagement_NFStatusSubscribe service.
2. NRF as a consumer for NFStatusUnSubscribe
Similar to above, looking at Stage 3 in TS29.510 clause 5.2.2.7.3, it is clearly mention that NRF can unsubscribe to a notification on NF instances in a different PLMN.
3. NRF as a consumer for Nnrf_NFDiscovery service

In clause 4.3.2.2.3.3, it shows the procedure of SMF selection for HR roaming scenario, where the vNRF and the hNRF exchange the Nnrf_NFDiscovery_Request and Nnrf_NFDiscovery_Response messages to each other as described in step#6 and #7 respectively (see the figure below for reference). 

However, the NRF service as described in clause 5.2.7.1 does not show NRF as an example consumer. To avoid inconsistency, it is proposed to include the NRF as an example consumer of Nnrf_NFDiscovery service.
