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Having represented Motorola in various key ETSI and 3GPP groups creating the GPRS standards, and having served as rapporteur for GSM 03.60, GSM 04.64, GSM 04.65, and 3G TS 23.060 over the last 5 years, time has come for me to refocus my work. This means that I will spend less time on standards activities, and instead more time on other business important to Motorola.

I will therefore have to hand over my official standardisation tasks, and it is with pleasure that I can announce that two of my colleagues have accepted to take over the roles that I have played in CN1 for 04.64 and 04.65, and in SA2 for 03.60 and 23.060.

Andrew Delecki (delecki@ipsg.mot.com), who attends SA2 meetings, has agreed to take on 03.60 and 23.060 for all current and new releases.

Apostolis Salkintzis (y1026c@email.mot.com), who attends CN1 meetings, has agreed to take on 04.64 and 04.65 for all current and new releases.

I will follow up the relevant SA2 and CN1 work via Andrew and Apostolis over the coming months to ensure a smooth "handover" process.

Finally, I know for sure that I will miss the interesting and hectic ETSI and 3GPP standards meetings, and the numerous GPRS "battles" fought over the last 5 years. I wish you all well in the standards work that lies ahead, and in particular in the further development of GPRS in all its exciting flavours.
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
