SA5 thanks CN2 for their LS. After discussing the issue, SA5 made the following notes as answer to CN2.

In 3GPP R99 the Trace was not a work item and so far, SA5 has not had an existing subgroup to whose scope the trace issues would belong. SA5 noted also that there are currently several active versions of GSM 12.08. Therefore before any 3G migration, the active GSM 12.08 documents should be merged or stabilised to a suitable level. Currently SA5 does not have free resources. Anyhow, SA5 will discuss this matter in the next meeting. If SA5 finds resources (member companies intersted in this work), SA5 will take this work and generate the 3GPP equivalent deliverable.

Background

CN2 approved a CR to 29.060 on Trace (Tdoc N2B000110), based on SA2 Trace CR to 23.060 (Tdoc S2-99F51). In the CN2 discussions it was concluded that there is no GSM 12.08 equivalent for UMTS. CN2 considered that it is appropriate to generate a new document for 3GPP Trace (for a similar purpose as the GSM 12.08, "Subscriber and equipment trace", that  provides the Circuit Switched Trace descriptions), or enhance the 12.08 for 3GPP by updating it with GPRS and UMTS relevant information. CN2 requested SA5 to take action to generate trace documentation for 3G.
