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Abstract of the contribution: An evaluation of solution #7 is added.
1. Introduction
Solution 7, ‘Retrieve UE Radio Capability and store it in AMF per UE Capability ID’, provides a method to signal the Capability ID with NAS. The solution has not yet been evaluated, so this contribution proposes to add an evaluation.  
2. Discussion
The advantages with the solution is that the UE Capability ID will be sent encrypted, and since it is sent on NAS, it does not require involvement of the gNB, so it can be received by the AMF even if the gNB does not support FS_RACS.

The gNB will receive the UE Capability ID with some delay compared to the solution when the ID is sent through RRC. However, it is only at initial registration that the UE Capability ID need to be transmitted over the air, since it can be included in the UE Context at both HO and idle mode mobility. The initial registration is not very delay critical, so this should not have any impact on system performance.
Proposal 1: Include these aspects in an evaluation text for solution 7.

2. Proposal 
It is proposed to add the following evaluation to TR 23.743.

Evaluation
The solution provides a way to signal the UE Capability ID encrypted over the air. This will improve security, since unencrypted UE Capability ID’s might reveal information that could be used maliciously. 
Also, the AMF will be able to receive the UE Capability ID even if the current gNB does not support FS_RACS. This may save memory in the AMF, and if the UE moves to a gNB that does support FS_RACS, it will be possible to make full use of the feature.
Compared to the alternative when the UE Capability ID is signalled with RRC, the gNB will receive the capabilities with some delay, since the gNB will receive the UE Capability ID after registration is complete. However, the capability ID will only have to be received from the UE at initial registration, so this is not expected to have any practical impact.
