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Overall description
1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to inform SA5 that, SA2 is considering relevant use cases on how to ensure that slice SLA is guaranteed. 
Considering the limited network resources and a changing condition, for any newly added slices, how to guarante that slice SLA is necessary. It looks necessary to have a trial phase without the signed SLA and the impact on the existing slice whose SLA is signed should be minimized as much as possible.

Therefore NSSF should be able to control slice subscribers to access the slice gradually and based on the estimated per Slice statistics provided by NWDAF increases/decreases the allowed subscribers. 

In addtion, SA2 discussed and agreed the following three aspects related to RAN:

1) When a new slice may be created ,NG-RAN could be initially configured (e.g., by OAM) with Guaranteed Slice Radio Resource/Maximum Slice Radio Resource for the new slice, which is similar to the Guaranteed Flow Bit Rate (GFBR) and Maximum Flow Bit Rate (MFBR) per QoS flow. Other existing slices can access to the reserved resources of NG-RAN when the new slice is not using them.

2) The estimated per slice quality Info is providede to RAN from NSSF/AMF or OAM , which will be taken into account by RAN to schedule radio resource within the radio resource configured by OAM, . 

3)OAM may further update/adjust the Guaranteed Slice Radio Resource/Maximum Slice Radio Resource for the new slice per network KPIs from OAM and QoE from NWDAF.

SA2 would like to refer RAN3 to Section 5.2.14 and 5.1.14 of TR 23.791 (where Key Issue 14 and Use Case 14 describes scenarios how to ensure that slice SLA is guaranteed) and to Section 6.32 and 6.33 of TR 23.791 (where two alternative solutions are documented).

SA2 would like to ask RAN3’s feedback on these two solutions and look forward to working closely with RAN3 on the above topics.
