7.1.x.1
Overview

NF/NF Service consumer communicates with the NF/NF Service provider via direct communication path between two NF/NF Service instance or indirect communication path via SFSF function. Whether a NF/NF service uses direct communication or indirect communication via the SFSF is based on configuration of that NF or NF service. Direct and indirect communication may be supported in the same network.

Direct Communication
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Figure 7.1.x.2: Direct Communication
In direct communication, the NF Service_A(Consumer) performs explicitly discovery of the target NF Service_B(Producer) by local configuration or via NRF. The NF Service_A(Consumer) communicates with the target NF Service_B(Producer) directly.
7.1.x.3
Indirect Communication
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Figure 7.1.x.3: Indirect Communication
In indirect communication, the NF Service_A(Consumer) communicates with the target NF Service_B(Producer) via SFSF. The NF_A(Consumer) may perform explicit discovery or implicit discovery of the target NF Service_B(Producer) as described in clause 6.3.1. In case of explicit discovery the NF Service_A sends the target address information(purticular NF Service instance or NF Service Set) of the NF Service_B to SFSF. In case of implicit discovery the NF Service_A sends the message to SFSF together with the parameters which are used by SFSF to discover the target NF Service_B. The SFSF routes the message to the target NF Service_B. If NF Service Set information is used as target address information the SFSF performs service instance selection within the identified NF Service Set.
NOTE:
Based on local configuration the NF/NF service instance may use direct communication with the target NF/NF service instances if both of them are registered in the same SFSF.
7.1.x.4
Service Resource Binding

The Service Consumer shall use the resource information of the target Service Producer to communicate with each other. The resource information may identify a particular service instance or a set of service instance. During the communication the target Service Producer may return its resource information to the Service Consumer and the Service Consumer shall use the resource information received from the Service Producer for further communications regarding concerned resource.
