ATSSS Procedures

UE or network requested MA-PDU Session Modification

The procedure is used when one or several of the ATSSS rules parameters exchanged between the UE and the network are modified.

The signalling flow for a MA-PDU Session modification when the UE is not roaming, or when the UE is roaming and the PDU Session Anchor (PSA) is located in the VPLMN, is based on the signalling flow in Figure 4.3.3.2-1 with the following differences and clarifications:
-
In step 1a, the UE initiates the MA-PDU Session Modification procedure by the transmission of an NAS message including Requested ATSSS rules derived from the ATSSS rules sent by the SMF during the establishment of the MA-PDU session. In addition, the requested ATSSS rules may also be derived from local conditions referring to network measurement parameters. 
Editor's note:
The details of requested ATSSS rules are FFS after the contents of the ATSSS rules (e.g. Precedence, Traffic Descriptor, Steering mode, Steering function, etc) are defined.
-
In step 1b, The PCF performs a PCF initiated SM Policy Association Modification procedure as defined in clause 4.16.5.2 to notify SMF about the modification of PCC rules with ATSSS policy control information. 
-
In step 1c, The UDM updates the subscription data of SMF related to ATSSS by Nudm_SDM_Notification.
-
In step 1d, The SMF may decide to modify MA-PDU Session. This procedure may be triggered based on locally configured ATSSS related policy.
-
AN initiated modification in step 1e is not applicable to MA-PDU Session. 
-
In step 3a, For UE modification, the SMF responds to the AMF through Nsmf_PDUSession_UpdateSMContext (N2 SM information, N1 SM container (PDU Session Modification Command including ATSSS rules)). 
-
In step 3b, For SMF requested modification, the SMF invokes Namf_Communication_N1N2MessageTransfer (N2 SM information, N1 SM container (PDU Session Modification Command including ATSSS rules)).
-
In step 5, The UE reecieves the PDU Session Modification Command with ATSSS rules.

-
In step 8 and 12, The SMF may update N4 session of the UPF(s) that are involved by the PDU Session Modification by sending N4 Session Modification Request message to the UPF. For a MA-PDU Session, the SMF may notify the UPF to provide Multi-Access Rule(s) instead of Forwardig Action Rule(s).
