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Abstract of the contribution: Correction of conclusion text to reflect understanding reached during revision of LS to CT4.
Discussion

At SA2 #130 conclusions in section 8.2 were agreed however following the agreement of the p-CR prior a LS was out to CT4 was discussed and the LS out edited to provide a better explanation of the issue; unfortunately, the p-CR to the conclusion was not edited to reflect these changes and thus the conclusions now reflect incorrect text.  This p-CR intends to update the text in TR 23.794 to better reflect the understanding reached in the LS out.
The following are the questions asked to CT4 in the LS out agreed in S2-1901397

Q1)
On the matter of repository(transparent) data between the IMS-AS and applicable database; what is the feasibility and the impacts to stage 3 specifications of directly routing from a SBA enabled IMS-AS to the UDR?

Q2)
For non-transparent data for Sh; what is the impact of splitting UE context data from subscription data?

Q3)
On the matter of CSCF interaction with the IMS-HSS, one solution has suggested using implicit subscription instead of explicit subscription. What are the stage 3 benefits and impacts of specifying implicit subscription?  

Proposal
It is proposed modify the following text from TR 23.794:

8.2 Conclusions for Key Issue #5 and Key Issue #6

For Key Issue #5 and Key Issue #6 the following is concluded:

 -
The IMS service logic is performed by the IMS-HSS.  Whether the IMS Service Logic is deployed as a combined UDM/HSS is an implementation option.

-
New SBA services are defined for IMS services exposed by the IMS service logic, with CSCF and IMS-AS as consumers.

-
For interactions with the CSCF Solution 22 is the basis for normative work, Stage 3 will need to investigate if whether implicit subscription from solution 12 or explicit subscription (solution 22) are required.

-
For interactions with the IMS-AS Solution 23 will be used as the basis for normative work.  Stage 3 will investigate the data split in solution 16 into operational and subscription data, if deemed necessary. 

-
These new SBA services will support transport of IMS AS transparent data (as the Sh interface does in diameter-based solutions) – to avoid unnecessary impacts to existing IMS ASs.  Stage 3 will need to investigate if for transparent data the IMS-AS can use existing services, or enhancements to existing services to store this type of data in either the UDR.
