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1. Overall Description:

Within the scope of Rel. 16 and as part of the ongoing 5G_eSBA normative work, SA2 has introduced the concept of Service Communication Proxy. A SCP can be used by Network Functions and Network Function Services to route message requests to other NF(s)/NF Service(s). The case when a NF/NF Service uses the SCP for message routing is referred to as Indirect Communication. 

Furthermore, the NF/NF Services can request the SCP to perform NF/NF Service discovery of the target NF instance(es)/NF Service instance(es). The case when a NF/NF Service requests discovery and selection from the SCP is referred to as Delegated Discovery. Note that the SCP may use the services of an NRF to execute Discovery and Selection of the target NF/NF Service instance.
The SCP may thus interact with the network entities depicted in Figure 1:
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Figure 1 SCP interaction for Routing and Delegated Discovery
SA2 would like to ask SA3 what security and authorization mechanism are required when Indirect Communication and Indirect Communication with Delegated Discovery are used. Please consider that for Delegated Discovery, the SCP needs to be able to parse service logic parameters (IEs) that might need to be protected, such as SUPI and S-NSSAI. For Indirect Communication, when no Delegated Discovery is required, the SCP may not need to parse service logic parameters.
