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Abstract of the contribution: This paper is to discuss the scenarios and to propose agreement to handle situations when 5GC does not support ATSSS for the given ATSSS capable UE that requests MA-PDU session establishment. 
Background Considerations
When ATSSS capable UE requests MA-PDU session establishment, the following scenarios could happen so that the serving 5GC is not able to support UE’s request: 
(1) In case of interworking when ATSSS capable UE is handing over from EPC to 5GC, the UE may not have the latest URSP rule and the UE proceeds to trigger the MA-PDU session establishment (may be based on local configuration policy).  However, the serving AMF in the 5GC may not be ATSSS capable.
(2) Even though the serving AMF and the SMF are ATSSS capable, if the ATSSS capable UE initiates the MA-PDU session establishment before receiving the URSP rules, and the UE’s serving PCF rejects the MA-PDU session request based on operator’s policy and/or subscription. 
For the two scenarios above, one would consider if the given MA-PDU session request from the UE should be completely rejected or could it be downgraded to single-access PDU session if the network resource is feasible to support the single-access PDU session?  
Based on the observations for the two scenarios above, it seems to make sense to allow the network to downgrade the MA-PDU session request to single-access PDU session to optimize the session establishment operation to serve the UE’s service application. If the single-access PDU session is setup instead, the network would not indicate such PDU session is MA-PDU session. 
Proposed Agreement
It is proposed to allow the network to downgrade the MA-PDU session establishment request to SA-PDU session.
