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Abstract of the contribution: This paper is to discuss how to handle eNA papers impacting other 5G features, which requires wider audience.

Discussion
As shown in Figure 1, there are two procedures recognized by the eNA as shown in Figure 1 below:

Procedure 1: NF-A retrieves a data analytics from NWDAF and NF-A consume the data analytics and consequently triggers the existing procedures in NF-A.

Procedure 2: NF-A triggers the new procedure and optionally could further communicate with NF-B to triggers some actions in NF-B.
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Figure 1: Different procedure cases recognized by the eNA 
Procedure 1 can be handled in eNA session as it only involves data analytics and data collection while procedure 2 requires wider audience as it not only involves eNA experts but also other topic experts.
These two procedures should be handled in eNA session and update eNA scope to make it clearer if needed and therefore it is proposed

1) Have sub-items for eNA in order to get the corresponding experts involved 

2) Chairman avoids clashes as much as possible.
Please note the similar situation occurred in past and is not dedicated to eNA e.g. PCC session could impact SM session.
