Overall description
SA2 has discussed the reply LS from SA3 on “Authentication for UEs not Supporting NAS” in S3-190519/ S2-1902947. It was noted that the LS response from SA3 does not contain any technical reasons to why SA3 is mandating the use of 3GPP credentials and EAP-AKA’ primary authentication for UEs that do not support 5GC NAS over WLAN access, referred to as "Non-5GC-Capable over WLAN" UEs, or N5CW UEs for short. SA3’s mandate would not allow 5GC to authenticate and serve N5CW UEs (e.g, laptops with WLAN access only) that use DOCSIS/cable access. 

SA2 has conditionally agreed to the attached solution, subject to SA3 further investigation.

As according to TS 22.261, UE that can access 5GC with alternative (e.g., to AKA) authentication methods with non-3GPP identities and credentials is only applied to IOT devices or for non-public networks. Within the context of fixed access networks, it can be considered that N5CW UEs are operating within a non-public network as they cannot roam into P(ublic)LMNs or access the P(ublic)LMNs using 3GPP RAT.

Actions
To SA3 group
ACTION: 
N5CW UEs (and without 3GPP credentials) need to access 5GC via Non-3GPP access (e.g., fixed access networks). SA2 kindly asks SA3 to update their specification to support this use case, or to provide technical justifications of why for N5CW UEs must use 3GPP credentials and EAP-AKA’ for primary authentication.

SA2 kindly asks SA1 to take note of this information and update their specification if needed.
