Even if the registration area contains TAIs belonging to different PLMNs, which are equivalent PLMNs, the NSSAI inclusion mode determined in one PLMN is not applicable to an equivalent PLMN.


SA2 has discussed this point and concluded that the same NSSAI inclusion mode shall apply to all the (equivalent) PLMNs in the Registration Area.

Regarding the CT1 Question

If the tracking area of the current cell is not in the registration area and the PLMN which previously provided the allowed NSSAI in the registration area (PLMNA) is different from the PLMN with which the UE is performing the registration procedure (PLMNB), can the UE use this allowed NSSAI for creation of a requested NSSAI if these two PLMNs are equivalent according to the registration area?




SA2 has discussed this and has concluded that it is possible to consider the Allowed NSSAI provided in the old Registration Area to be the basis for the Requested NSSAI also outside the Registration Area for the (equivalent) PLMNs in the Registration Area.
