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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks BBF for their LS and provides following answer related with the capabilities considered by BBF as essential in the release 16 timeframe.
Support for bridge RGs
SA2 has agreed to the attached R16 PCR: to allow serving bridge RG(s), the Ethernet PDU Session type may support following features: 

· The PDU Session may be associated with multiple IP addresses that the RG or devices behind the RG may request using DHCP signalling. 

· The SMF may, upon PCF request, report to the PCF both IP and MAC (source) addresses used by devices in the PDU Session; 

· the UPF acting as PDU Session Anchor is controlled by the SMF over N4: 

-
For UL traffic, to not forward over N6 the Ethernet header received at access side of the PDU Session

-
For DL traffic, to (re)create the Ethernet header to be sent at access side of the PDU Session

· The UPF can enforce IP level traffic steering policies over N6

This set of capabilities applies only when requested by local (DNN, S-NNSSAI) related policies in the SMF.
