1. Hybrid Access conclusion in clause 8 in TR 23.716
SA2 will further discuss the support of Hybrid Access in next meeting and will communicate the conclusion.

2 and 3 FN-RG support and migration 
SA2 kindly asks BBF to provide further information whether impact on the 3GPP 5GC is envisaged.

5 QoS support 
SA2 has approved the description of QoS model describe in clause 4.5 of TS 23.316. SA2  will further  consider the provided information in the following of the work 
SA2 kindly asks to BBF to answer to following questions:

A. Does the W-UP protocol header between 5G-RG and W-AGF support to transport the QFI?

B. Is other information QoS related carried in the W-UP protocol header?
C. SA2 is assuming that the mapping of 5QI to W-5GBAN QoS parameters is documented by the BBF for W-5GBAN.  Could BBF provide indication where such specification would be captured?
6 Roaming support:

SA2 has agreed to not consider within the R16 the support of roaming scenario for 5G-RG and FN-RG connected via W-5GAN. For the FWA scenario SA2 considered that the Home Routed roaming  scenario (the UPF is in Home PLMN) is supported for 5G-RG, while Local Breakout scenario (The UPF is in Visited PLMN) is not supported. SA2 consider that the support of this roaming scenario does not require any extension of current specification, SA2 kindly ask to BBF to confirm whether the Home Routed scenario for FWA should be supported.

Bridge RG support (BBF Liase-291)
SA2 thanks BBF for the provided information. SA2 has considered the request and the proposed consideration, however SA2 require to further discuss the issue. SA2 is planning to conclude in next meeting and the conclusion will be communicate to BBF,

SA2 questions

SA2 would kindly point out the issues listed in the following which requires BBF feedback in order to finalize the normative work.
Q1: TS 23.316 clause 4.3.3 on mobility restriction 

Is it  feasible for the 5G-RG to identify whether the same Line is used (e.g. after a disconnect and re-connect) or whether the 5G-RG can only notice that a Line has been disconnected and a Line has been connected but without identifying which Line?



Q2: TS 23.316 clause 7.2.1.1 Registration procedure for 5G-RG 
 SA2 kindly asks BBF to confirm the following assumptions:
A. EAP-5G is used during authentication between 5G-RG and W-AGF for transporting NAS messages
B. In step 9 an authenticated W-CP signaling connection is established between the 5G-RG and W-AGF by using the common W-AGF key that was created in the 5G-RG in step 7c and received by the W-AGF in step 8a
Q3: TS 23.316  7.2.2.1 5G-RG Service Request procedure via W-5GAN Access 
SA2 kindly asks BBF to confirm the following assumptions

A. EAP-5G is used during authentication between 5G-RG and W-AGF for transporting NAS messages
B. In step 10 and 11 it is assumed that based on its own policies and configuration and based on the QoS flows and QoS parameters received in the previous step, the W-AGF shall determine what W-UP resources are needed for the PDU session. For example, the W-AGF may decide to establish one W-UP resource and associate all QoS profiles with this W-UP resource. In this case, all QoS Flows of the PDU Session would be transferred over one W-UP resource
C. The W-AGF maps the PDU Session N3 tunnel towards 5GC with the PDU Session user plane towards the RG. SA2 kindly ask BBF to provide more information on how this mapping is performed. 
Q4: TS 23.316 clause secondary authentication for FN-RG
SA2 kindly asks BBF to provide feedback on the procedure, if any.

A. how are the parameters to be send in NAS registration request (step 4) managed?

B. how are the received parameters in NAS Registration Accept message (step 14) are managed?
C. Is the secondary authentication and authorization of FN-RG by DN-AAA server the establishment of a PDU Session applicable ?
