Figure 4.2.X.1-1: Allocation of PLMN assigned UE Radio Capability ID
1. 	The (R)AN retrieves the UE radio capabilities set from the UE by RRC UE Capability Enquiry, if 
- there is neither UE Radio Capability ID nor UE radio capability information, in the Initial Context Setup Request message which includes the Registration Accept in step 21 of figure 4.2.2.2.2-1, or in the N2 Request in step12 of figure 4.2.3.2-1;
- the filter configured at  (R)AN is different from the filter in the received UE radio capability information, etc.
2. 	The UE provides the (R)AN with its UE radio capabilities by sending the RRC UE Capability Information.
3. 	The (R)AN provides the new AMF with the UE radio capabilities set by sending the N2 UE Capability Information Indication message.
4. 	If the UE supports RACS, the new AMF retrieves the PLMN assigned UE Capbiliy ID using Nucmf_UECapabilityManagement_Retrieve service operation. The service operation includes the UE radio capabilities set received from the (R)AN. If the UE doesn’t support RACS, the new AMF may also retrieve the PLMN assigned UE Radio Capability ID using Nucmf_UECapabilityManagement_Retrieve service operation.
Upon reception of the UE radio capabilities set, the UCMF returns to the new AMF the PLMN assigned UE Radio Capability ID corresponding to the received UE radio capabilities set. The UCMF may firstly allocate a PLMN assigned UE Radio Capability ID for the received UE radio capabilities set if there is no existing UE Radio Capability ID corresponding to the received UE radio capabilities set. For the new allocated PLMN assigned UE Radio Capability ID, the UCMF shall store the mapping between the PLMN assigned UE Radio Capability ID and the UE radio capabilities set.     
5. 	Upon reception of the PLMN assigned UE Radio Capability ID, if the UE supports RACS, the new AMF sends to the (R)AN the N2 request, including NAS PDU and the PLMN assigned UE Radio Capability ID. The NAS PDU is UE Configuration Update Request includsing the PLMN assigned UE Radio Capability ID. If the UE doesn't support RACS, the new AMF may sends the PLMN assigned UE Radio Capability ID to the (R)AN without NAS PDU to notify the UE.
6. 	The (R)AN sends the received NAS PDU to the UE.
7. 	The UE responses the new AMF the UE Configuration Update Complete message.
