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1. Overall Description:

SA2 concluded that the providing survival time explicitly will give gNB scheduling flexibility without impacts on existing QoS framework as described S2-1905626.
Loss Tolerance is an integer value not exceeding ((Survival Time)/ Periodicity) relaxing the QoS requirement on reliability and is added to TSC Assistance Information.
Survival Time contributes to PER decision, which may not require providing survival time explicitly. However, providing survival time explicitly is needed for the following usages.

1. In CG/SPS CAC, (1+α) slot overlaps are allowed per (1+Loss Tolerance) scheduling slots, in the following condition, where α is an integer value from 0 to Loss Tolerance.
· Service Availability Requirements ≤ 1-(PER^(Loss Tolerance - α)) * (CAC slot overlap probability)^(1+α) 
2. In Dynamic Scheduling when it is used together with CG/SPS, (1+α) dynamic scheduling executions per (1+Loss Tolerance) scheduling chances are allowed in the following condition, where α is an integer value from 0 to Loss Tolerance.
· Service Availability Requirements ≤ 1- (PER^(Loss Tolerance - α)) * (Probability of a packet with delay larger than AN PDB)^(1+α)
