Overall description
SA2 thanks SA4 on the LS on the usage of SDAP in MTSI and re-usability of delay and error profiles.
SA2 would like to provide answers to the questions directed to SA2 below: 
- Do you see the need to use SDAP in IMS-based conversational services such as MTSI? Also, are the definitions of QFI and RQI parameters in TS 23.501 applicable to MTSI? 

[SA2 answer]: SA2 has not specified any restrictions for use of Reflective QoS for IMS-based conversational services and therefore while SDAP configuration is in scope of RAN, there is no restriction in its use in SA2 specifications. At the same time SA2 does not see the need or see any benefit in using Reflective QoS for conversational services e.g. MTSI. Based on feedback from SA4, SA2 can document such restriction in TS 23.501 if necessary. 
- In Annex E of TS 26.132, a simplified model of 6ms uniform jitter from EPC was assumed in the construction of the profiles. Can the same or less amount of jitter be assumed in the 5GC?
[SA2 answer]: SA2 assumes that the jitter value indicated in the question for EPC (6ms) is dominated from the nature of the underlying transport core network. In this respect SA2 if the same transport network is used also for 5GC the same jitter value to apply. While SA2 has changed the assumptions for CN delay values between a UPF terminating N6 and a 5G-AN for certain 5QIs it has not changed the assumption for 20ms delay for conversational voice/video (see NOTE 13 in clause 5.7.4 of TS 23.501).
