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1. Overall Description:
With the introduction of CAG cells in 5GS, SA2 has introduced two pieces of information that can be configured to a UE by the Serving PLMN:

· Allowed CAG list: a white list of CAG identifiers indicating the CAGs on the cells of which a UE may camp. A CAG identifier is considered unique within a PLMN only.
· CAG-only indication: indicates whether the UE is allowed to access 5GS over 3GPP access via CAG cells only. This indication is optional.

SA2 has discussed a number of scenarios where the above information may be inconsistent and would like to inform CT1 it recommends the following UE behaviors be described in CT1 specification:

· Empty Allowed CAG list: This is deemed to be an abnormal case. Regardless of the CAG-only indication, the UE in this case accesses 5GS over 3GPP access via non-CAG cells only.

· CAG-only indication, no Allowed CAG list: This is deemed to be an abnormal case. Similar to the above, the UE in this case accesses the 5GS over 3GPP access via non-CAG cells only. 
· CAG-only indication, no Allowed CAG cell found: This is deemed to be a normal case. The UE in this case behaves as specified in TS23.122 for the case of “No suitable cell found” in the selected PLMN.

SA2 also discussed whether the CAG-only indication is valid in the selected (serving) PLMN or valid regardless of the PLMN and concluded this indication shall be considered valid by the UE only in the serving PLMN i.e. the PLMN that provided the indication. SA2 could not identify any reason to consider the CAG-only indication PLMN-agnostic.

2. Actions:

SA2 would like to request CT1 to define the Allowed CAG list and the CAG-only indication to be PLMN specific i.e. valid only in the PLMN that provided them.
