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1. Overall Description:
SA2 has defined the notion of NPN (non-public network) cells for PLMN-integrated NPN deployments and standalone NPN deployments. Access to those cells is closed i.e. only NPN members are allowed normal access to gain service from the corresponding NPN. Access to NPN cells is controlled by means of a combination of parameters as shown in the table below:

It is assumed an NPN-supporting UE supports both PLMN-integrated and Standalone NPN deployments and a non-NPN-supporting UE supports neither


As shown in the table, controlling access for non-supporting Rel-15 and Rel-16 UEs is straightforward. However, for NPN-supporting UEs, the meaning of the (Rel-15) CellReservedForOtherUse is changed when it is associated with Rel-16 NPN information (in green). It is kept unchanged when not associated with Rel-16 NPN information.

Given this, RAN2 is advised to consider whether a Rel-16 CellReservedForOtherUse is necessary for NPN CAG/NID cells themselves (and NPN-supporting UEs).
2. Actions:

ACTION:
SA2 would like to ask RAN2 to ensure that the (Rel-15) CellReservedForOtherUse is obeyed by NPN-supporting UEs when no Rel-16 NPN information is provided i.e. when set to ‘true’ the cell is considered barred.

RAN2 is advised to consider whether a Rel-16 CellReservedForOtherUse is necessary for NPN CAG/NID cells.
