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Abstract of the contribution: In SA2#132 meeting the discussion on RAN sharing between PLMN(s) and SNPN(s), as well as support for Emergency calls in CAG cells, has been postponed.

Discussion
In SA2#132 meeting there was online and offline discussion on the following topics:

1.
RAN sharing between PLMNs and NPNs (both SNPN and CAG-based)

2.
support for Emergency calls in CAG cells
The discussion has been postponed. On both topics SA2 could not make a decision, among other things, because of the CellReservedForOtherUse indicator.

Currently this indicator is defined on per-cell basis and is supposed to prevent legacy (Rel-15) UEs from camping on that cell.

However, with respect to Emergency services support it is not clear how this indicator should be interpreted by a Rel-16 UE which:

1.
Does not support the CAG feature.

2.
Supports the CAG feature, but is not authorized for any of the advertised CAG IDs.

In our view the UE should be allowed to camp for Emergency services in both cases listed above. However, this implies that the UE should have a different reading of the CellReservedForOtherUse indicator compared to a Rel-15 UE.

Proposal #1: The system architecture for public network integrated NPN should allow Rel-16 UEs to camp on a CAG cell for Emergency services even if: 1) the UE does not support the CAG feature, or 2) the UE supports the CAG feature, but is not authorized for any of the advertised CAG IDs.
The similar problem applies to RAN sharing, and this applies to both CAG cells and SNPN. In our understanding there is willingness in SA2 to design system architecture that supports RAN sharing between a PLMN and/or an SNPN and/or a CAG cell, but again it is not clear how the CellReservedForOtherUse indicator is interpreted by a Rel-16 UE which:

1.
Does not support the CAG (or SNPN) feature.

2.
Supports the CAG (or SNPN) feature, but is not authorized for any of the advertised CAG IDs (or NIDs). 

Proposal #2: The system architecture should support RAN sharing between a PLMN and/or an SNPN and/or a CAG cell for post-Rel-15 UEs even if: 1) the UE does not support the CAG (or SNPN) feature, or 2) the UE supports the CAG (or SNPN) feature, but is not authorized for any of the advertised CAG IDs (or NIDs).
Proposals #1 and #2 can be enabled only if the Rel-16 UE has a different interpretation of the CellReservedForOtherUse indicator, compared to a Rel-15 UE. In other words, the use of the CellReservedForOtherUse indicator would have to be completely deprecated for Rel-16 UEs. It is therefore proposed to send a liaison to RAN2 to bring this issue to their attention.

Proposal #3: Send an LS to RAN2 to bring this issue to their attention.

It is proposed to endorse the following proposals:

Proposal #1: The system architecture for public network integrated NPN should allow Rel-16 UEs to camp on a CAG cell for Emergency services even if: 1) the UE does not support the CAG feature, or 2) the UE supports the CAG feature, but is not authorized for any of the advertised CAG IDs.

Proposal #2: The system architecture should support RAN sharing between a PLMN and/or an SNPN and/or a CAG cell for post-Rel-15 UEs even if: 1) the UE does not support the CAG (or SNPN) feature, or 2) the UE supports the CAG (or SNPN) feature, but is not authorized for any of the advertised CAG IDs (or NIDs).
