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Abstract of the contribution: This paper proposes to add description of GMLC selection.

As shown in Table 1, GMLC, AMF or LMF performs GMLC selection by using local configuration information, NRF service or UDM service. When NRF service or UDM service is used, neither new parameter nor new mechanism is introduced for GMLC selection. So it is proposed to reuse these services described in TS 23.502 for GMLC selection. 
Furthermore, the clause 5.2 in TS 23.273 is empty. Because no specific function is introduced for 3GPP access, so it is proposed to rename the title of the clause 5.2 to GMLC selection.
2.	Proposal
It is proposed to update TS 23.273 as follows. All are new texts.

More than one GMLC in the HPLMN can serve the location requests for a single UE. GMLC discovery and selection functionality is supported by AMF, LMF, NEF, LCS client andor GMLC .
A LCS client may be configured with GMLC address(es). It.  LCS client may also may also determine the GMLC address by performing a DNS query.
A NEF, LMF, AMF or, GMLC may be configured with GMLC address(es). Those NF or may also queryy the NRF to get GMLC address(es). 

When querying NRF or UDM is used, the factors may be considered during the GMLC selection is specified in TS 23.502 [19].
In the following scenarios, information about the GMLC instance may be provided by UE, in such case, this GMLC instance is used:
· In the deferred MT-_LR procedure, when UE reports the detected event to the AMF, it may also includes the (H-)GMLC contact address. 
· 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]In the MO-_LR procedure, when UE initiates the LCS service request, it may also includes the (H-)GMLC contact address if the location estimation is reported to the (H-)GMLC. If a GMLC address is available in the UE location context or provided by the UE, the AMF should use this address to contact GMLC.
