5G System supports 5G LAN Group Management can be configured by a network administrator or can be managed dynamically by AF.
The 5G LAN group member is uniquely identifed by GPSI. The group as described in clause 5.2.3.3.1 of TS 23.502 [3] is applicable to 5G LAN-type services.
In order to support dynamic 5GLAN Group Management, the NEF exposes a set of service to manage (e.g. add/delete) 5G LAN group and 5G LAN member.
The 5G LAN group configuration is either provided by OA&M or provided by an AF to the NEF. The 5G LAN group configuration is stored in the UDR.
When configuration is provided by an AF, the NEF service operations information flow procedure described in TS 23.502 [3] clause 4.15.6.2 applies. The 5G LAN group configuration in UDR may include the following parameters: GPSI (i.e. UE Identities of the 5G LAN group), PDU session type, DNN, S-NSSAI and VN Service Area.
The VN Service Area defines the area within which the group communication is allowed for the group member. If a VN Service Area is configured for a 5G VN, the 5GS considers the DNN associated with the 5G VN as a LADN DNN and enforces the 5G VN service area restriction as described in 5.29.5. 
The third party AF may update the UE Identities of the 5G LAN group at any time after the initial provisioning.
Editor's note:	Relation between DNN and 5G LAN group, e.g. whether and how a 1:1 and/or 1:N relation is supported, is FFS.
The PCF delivers 5G LAN group configuration information (DNN, S-NSSAI, PDU session type) to the UE for each GPSI that belongs to a 5G-LAN group. The 5G LAN group configuration information is delivered in the URSP from the PCF to the UE using the UE Configuration Update procedure for transparent UE Policy delivery as described in TS 23.502 [3] clause 4.2.4.3 and TS 23.503 [45] clause 6.1.2.2.
5.29.5	Area Restriction on 5G LAN-type service
The 5G LAN-type service may be restricted to a certain service area as defined by the VN Service Area in the 5G VN group configuration data. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]If a VN Service Area is configured for a 5G VN, the network considers the DNN associated with the 5G VN as a LADN DNN and should provide the related LADN Information, which includes the DNN associated with the 5G VN as a LADN DNN and the intersection of VN Service Area and UE’s registration area as the LAND Service Area, to the UE during Registration or UE Configuration Update procedures. The UE and the network follow clause 5.6.5 to enforce the area restriction for the 5G VN group communication.
