Overall description
In SA2#133 a new Nudr service, Nudr_GroupIdmap, mapping a User Identity to a Group ID, was proposed. There is however not yet an agreement to incorporate it since there were no reasons identified at that time against extending existing Nudr_DM with a new Data Set Identifier for the proposed new service. On the contrary, if Nudr_DM is not extended, this may have consequences for future data standardization, which can end up in needing to define a new service for every new data to be stored in UDR. Not to mention that the 5GC architecture will have 2 different ways for managing data stored in UDR, without any rationale or justification. See DP S2-1907040 for further information.
From a stage 2 point of view, nothing precludes extension of Nudr_DM, to maintain a unified approach for managing data stored in UDR. Any limitations /issues can only be identified at stage 3.
