If the UE has established a MA PDU Session but the user-plane resources over one access of the MA PDU Session have not been established, then:
-	If the UE wants to add user-plane resources over this access, the UE shall initiate the UE Requested PDU Session Establishment procedure over this access, as specified in clause 4.3.2.2. The PDU Session Establishment Request message shall contain the "MA PDU Request" indication and the PDU Session ID of the established MA PDU Session.
-	The PDU Session Establishment Accept message received by the UE may contain updated ATSSS rules for the MA PDU session.
If the UE has established a MA PDU Session and the user-plane resources over one access of the MA PDU Session have been established but are currently inactive (e.g. because the UE is CM-IDLE over this access), then:
-	If the UE wants to re-activate the user-plane resources over this access, then the UE shall initiate the Registration or UE Triggered Service Request procedure over this access, as specified in clause 4.22.9.1 and clause 4.22.8.2, or clause 4.12.4.1.
-	If the network wants to re-activate the user-plane resources over this access and the access is available, then the network shall initiate the Network Triggered Service Request procedure over this access, as specified in clause 4.2.3.3.
-	If the SMF wants to re-activate user-plane resources on Non-3GPP access of the MA PDU Session, and if the UE CM state in the AMF is CM-IDLE on the Non-3GPP access, the AMF shall reject the request from SMF. The SMF may indicate the UPF to deliver the downlink data via 3GPP access of the MA PDU Session.
NOTE: The UE may report the unavailability of Non-3GPP access to UPF so the UPF can stop sending downlink data via Non-3GPP access.
Editor's note:	It is FFS if and how the network can request the re-activation of user-plane resources for the Non-3GPP access of the MA PDU Session.
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
