The Authorized Session-TMBR defines the UL/DL Total Maximum Bit Rate for the GBR and Non-GBR QoS Flows of the PDU Session transmitted over non-3GPP wireline access, which is enforced in the UPF as defined in clause 4.5.1.1. The PCF may provide the Authorized Session-TMBR in every interaction with the SMF. When the SMF receives it from the PDU Session policy, it is provided to the UPF over N4 interface and to the Wireline Access for the enforcement.
The Time Condition and Subsequent Authorized Session-TMBR are used together and up to four instances with different values of the Time Condition parameter may be provided by the PCF. Time Condition indicates that the associated Subsequent Authorized Session-TMBR is only applied when the time defined by this attribute is met. When the SMF receives a Time Condition and Subsequent Authorized Session-TMBR pair, it stores it locally. The SMF shall discard any previously received Subsequent Authorized Session-TMBR instances as well as whenever the PCF provides a new instruction for one or more Subsequent Authorized Session-TMBR. When the time defined by the Time Condition parameter is reached, the SMF shall instruct the UPF to apply the Subsequent Authorized Session-TMBR.
When the PDU session is associated with a non-3GPP wireline as single access, the SMF provides the Authorized Session-TMBR for enforcement to UPF.
