6.3.x	NEF discovery and selection
NEF provides access to external AF Event Exposure, as specified in TS 23.288 [86] clause 6.2.2.3. The NF consumers (e.g., NWDAF) shall utilize the NRF to discover NEF instance(s) that can provide access to the AF supporting the required Event ID, unless NEF information is available by other means, e.g. locally configured on NF consumers. The NEF selection function in NF consumers selects a NEF instance based on the available NEF instances.
NOTE: The NEF discovery and selection procedures described in this clause are intended to be applied by 5G Core Network Functions deployed within the operator’s domain. 
The following factors may be considered by the NF consumer for NEF selection:
-	S-NSSAI.
-	Event ID(s) supported by AF. (see clause 6.2.6, TS 23.288 [86] clause 6.2.2.3, and TS 23.502 [3] clause 5.2.19).
-	NSI ID.
-	Optionally, AF Instance ID, Application ID.
