EPS Interworking


4.22.6.1
General 
The interworking with EPS for a MA PDU session reuses the procedures described in clause 4.11.1 or clause 4.11.2 to transfer only the 3GPP user-plane tunnels of a MA PDU session to a PDN connection in case of mobility from 5GS to EPS, and to transfer a PDN connection to a MA PDU session when the UE returns from EPS to 5GS. 
As described in TS 23.501 [2], clause 5.32.2, if interworking with EPS is supported by both the UE and the network, and service continuity is required for a QoS flow over Non-3GPP user-plane tunnels of a MA PDU session, the SMF shall move this QoS flow to an EPS bearer of a corresponding PDN connection transferred from the 3GPP user-plane tunnels of the same MA PDU session upon prior mobility from 5GS to EPS.

4.22.6.2
Mobility from 5GS to EPS 
As described in TS 23.501 [2], clause 5.32.7 only the 3GPP user-plane tunnels of a MA PDU session are transferred to a PDN connection. The non-3GPP tunnels may be either deactivated or released as described in TS 23.501 [2], clause 5.32.7. 2. Then the procedures described in clause 4.11.1 or clause 4.11.2 can be performed to transfer the 3GPP part of a MA PDU session in 5GS to a PDN connection in EPS.

4.22.6.3
Mobility from EPS to 5GS 
When the UE returns from EPS to 5GS, if a PDN connection was originally transferred from a MA PDU session in 5GS, this PDN connection may be transferred to a PDU session as specified in clauses 4.11.1 or 4.11.2. Then, the UE may either initiate the UE Triggered Service Request procedure for non-3GPP access or request MA PDU Session Establishment procedure immediately upon registering to non-3GPP access to re-build the MA PDU session. ATSSS rules may be updated by the network after UE performs those procedures.
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
