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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes to discuss how to support UE related analytics for any UE.
1. Questions
In current clause 6.7.4 “Expected UE behavioural parameters related network data analytics” and 6.7.5 “Abnormal behaviour related network data analytics”, the consumer of the analytics can indicate in the subscription request that, the Target of Analytics Reporting can be any UE.

According to the discussion, any UE here can be interpreted to all UEs. However, current expected UE behaviour analytics and abnormal behaviour analytics are based on UE mobility analytics and UE communication analytics that are for specific UE(s), so there are questions which need to be clarified:

1. Whether data analytics for all UEs needs to be supported? 

2. If the answer to the question 1 is yes, then:

2.1 How does NWDAF collect UE behaviour information from AMFs and SMFs for all UEs, i.e. without indicating any specific UE ID or UE group ID.

2.2 How does the AMFs and SMFs to report the UE behaviour information requested by the NWDAF?

2. Analysis
For question 1, we think use case requires data analytics for all UEs needs to be clarified. 

From our perspective, we think mobility and communication analytics for all UEs may be useful to let the network know tidal effects of network resource consumption, but this is not UE related analytics. We don’t see other use case which requires data analytics for all UEs. Therefore, we propose to remove data analytics for all UEs on “Expected UE behavioural parameters” and “abnormal behaviour”.
If SA2 choose to keep such analytics, then we needs to solve question 2.1 and 2.2. 

For question 2.1, we think we should specify what “all UE” means, e.g., all UE served by the PLMN or the NWDAF, or else, then the NWDAF needs to know which AMFs and SMFs are serving all UEs first, and sends an event subscription request to request all UE behaviours information.

For question 2.2, we need to discuss and define how to report UE behaviour information for all UEs, e.g. per UE or else. 

3. Proposals
It is proposed to remove “any UE” from the Target of Analytics Reporting now, or clarify how it works.
