Overall description
SA2 thanks SA3 for the LS on security aspects on AMF re-allocation.
SA2 has reviewed the two deployment options for Rel-15 in the LS and concludes:
· Deployment alternative 1 in the LS, that is AMF re-allocation option (A) defined in 23.502, clause 4.2.2.2.3, avoids the registration failures, and no changes to either UEs or the network in Rel-15.  
· Deployment alternative 2 in the LS, that is deploying a ‘well connected NF’, also avoids the registration failures and no changes to Rel-15 UEs. However, this alternative requires changes to the network, especially to the frozen Rel-15 specification. 
· If the‘well connected NF’ is a new NF, it introduce a new NF and related NF service operation. 
· If the ‘well connected NF’ is AMF, the existing service operation need be enhance to support the further reallocation from the ‘well connected NF’ to target AMF. 
Thus this mechanism introduces the backward compatibility issue with existing Rel-15 AMF. Moreover, an additional NF incurs extra resource cost, management load, and etc.
Considering above SA2 decides for Rel-15 only the deployment alternative 1, i.e., option A in 23.502, shall be used for AMF reallocation if the security association has been established between the UE and initial AMF.
